COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
THURSDAY NOVEMBER 10t 2016
7:30 PM

CALL TO ORDER - Mayor Paul W. Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of
Allegiance and silent prayer.

ROLL CALL — The roll was called and a quorum was established.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA — Mr. Adair made a motion to approve the agenda; Mr. Dorsey
seconded the motion. Motion carried with all ayes, no opposing votes.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES — Council was asked to approve the minutes of the City
Council meeting of Thursday, October 13™, 2016, observing additions or corrections. Mr. Roesel
made a motion to approve the minutes; Mr. Sommerkamp seconded. Motion carried with all
ayes, no opposing votes.

CITIZENS & GUESTS

1. Mr. John Chamberlin, Van Gorder, Walker & Co. CPA, presented the 2015-2016 annual
City audit. Mr. Chamberlin reported his firm gave the City’s financial statements an
unmodified opinion, the highest rating available. He highlighted the City paid off a debt-
service bond of $1.6 million. Additionally, Mr. Chamberlin noted the City goes above
and beyond a city of its size by completing a Comprehensive Annual Financial Report.
He stated the FY 2015-2016 ending fund balance (assets minus liabilities) was
approximately $2.9 million and the change in net position of governmental activities was
$297,405. Mr. Chamberlin further highlighted there were a few prior period adjustments
of moving particular expenses and revenues to the correct fiscal year. Also, he pointed
out the variance between the final budget inflows was minimal at -$29,264 and $345,409
for outflows, this represented good budgeting by the City. Mr. Roesel made a motion to
approve the FY 2015-2016 annual City audit; Mr. Dorsey seconded. Motion carried with
all ayes, no opposing votes.

2. Chief Schutte introduced Lakeside Park — Crestview Hills Police Authority’s newest
officer, Todd Amann, who attended Boone County High School and graduated from
Thomas More College. Mr. Amann served 10.5 years with the Secret Service.

MAYOR’S REPORT — Mayor Meier reported the Kenton County Mayors Group meeting is

next Saturday, November 19" at 9:00AM at the Independence Senior Center. The MGLNK
Annual Dinner is next Saturday, November 19t at 6:00PM at Highland Country Club, and
contact Jaime for reservations by tomorrow. The City is requesting volunteers to assist in placing
door hangers throughout Crestview Hills on Sunday, December 11t starting at 12:30PM; the
door hangers will provide important information on the Heroin Hotline. Mayor Meier added he
helped the City of Fort Mitchell several weeks ago and with a good number of volunteers it
would be completed in 1-2 hours.
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CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT — Mr. Williams reported that a Board of Adjustment

hearing is scheduled for Monday, November 14t at 5:30PM to discuss two different varianace
requests. Mr. Williams stated the College Park Reinvestment Ad-Hoc Committee met in October
to review more information on reinvestment incentive programs for the neighborhood. He noted
the committee members represent every street in the subdivision, and they unanimously voted to
recommend to the Economic Development Committee consideration of a program that would
offset City property taxes for a certain time period if the homeowner met established
prerequisites. The Economic Development Committee will meet the first week in December to
review the program and discuss a recommendation to the City Council for its January meeting.

Mr. Williams deferred to Mary Ann Stewart, City Attorney, to discuss the Duke Energy franchise
agreement. Ms. Stewart noted the City and Duke Energy are close to an agreement, and they are
still negotiating a few issues including performance bonding. Ms. Stewart added that she, Mr.
Williams, and Duke had a productive discussion, and she has hopes the next draft of the franchise
agreement will be the final draft. Mr. Roesel asked if Crestview Hills’ current situation was
similar to other cities. Ms. Stewart responded that the current franchise agreement was based off
of the City of Fort Thomas’ natural gas and electric franchise agreements with Duke.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. Public Works — Mr. Sommerkamp reported the City Attorney is working to obtain easements
for the Horsebranch Creek storm water detention project. Ms. Stewart added she obtained an
easement from Atria and is still working on obtaining the others. Mr. Sommerkamp stated
that Thelen & Associates hopes to have preliminary recommendations completed the first
week of December and will meet with both cities to review the creek bank repair alternatives.

Mr. Sommerkamp noted the Fraternity Court reconstruction issues will be resolved by
December and final payment will then be made to the contractor. Mr. Berling added the
issues referred to two driveways with grading problems, and he is meeting with the contractor
this week to discuss those specifically.

Additionally, Mr. Sommerkamp stated the Thomas More Parkway lane widening project
should be completed by Thanksgiving if everything goes according to schedule.

Mr. Sommerkamp deferred to Mr. Williams regarding the Shinkle Road sidewalk project. Mr.
Williams explained Duke Energy finally obtained the easement from the Lookout Farm HOA
to move the electric line located in the right of way along Shinkle Road. The City will rebid
the project in early 2017 since the previously awarded contractor withdrew from the project.
Mr. Dorsey inquired if this project is delaying the addition of stop signs on Shinkle Road. Mr.
Williams indicated the City thought it was best to complete the projects concurrently to limit
disruption and some costs.

Finally, Mr. Sommerkamp stated City Staff is reviewing and developing new job descriptions
for its Public Work functions and hopes to have the position staffed within the next sixty (60)
days.

B. Finance — Mr. Roesel reported that tax collections are consistent with last year, bank
collections were reviewed, and everything was in good order.
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C. Police Authority — Mr. Dorsey reported the Police Authority Board concluded employee
evaluations, payroll adjustments, and paid bills for the month of October.

D. Safety Committee — Mr. Dorsey reported a meeting is scheduled for November.

E. Fire/EMS — Chief Dickman reported that Edgewood Fire/EMS is hiring a new
firefighter/paramedic by December 1%, and noted the hydrants have been winterized.

Chief Auffart reported that Fort Mitchell Fire is winterizing their hydrants and will be
hopefully sending a firefighter to help with the door hangers containing information about the

Heroin Hotline.

F. Development & Zoning — Mr. Williams reported a meeting is scheduled for the first week in
December.

G. CHEER& Recycling — Nothing to report. Mayor Meier inquired about the City’s last meeting
with Rumpke due to delayed trash pickup times. Mr. Williams stated the City asked Rumpke
notify us when there will be delayed pickup and clarified specific pickup times are not
required in the contract. Mayor Meier requested the City schedule a meeting with Rumpke.

H. Recreation — Mr. Adair reported the Annual Christmas Dinner will be Friday, December 2

with two seatings at 5:30PM and 6:30PM. Mr. Williams noted that attendees are encouraged
to bring non-perishable food items for donation to the local food bank or cash. Mr. Adair

added to provide a dessert to share as well.

I. Personnel & Public Relations — Mayor Meier reported that the Public Works position is
currently vacant.

J. Telecommunications Board — Nothing to report.
K. Communications — Nothing to report.

ADJOURNMENT — Mr. Dorsey made a motion to adjourn; Mrs. Gronotte seconded. Motion
carried with all ayes, no opposing votes. Meeting adjourned at 8:11PM.
