PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE MEETING

Absent: Genie Wambaugh
Mr. Sommerkamp called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.
Approval of the March 21, 2018, Minutes. Motion by Bill Dorsey and seconded by Arlene Luebbe to approve the minutes as read.  All voted in favor of the motion to approve the minutes.
Turkeyfoot Road Project Update
Mr. Lunnemann reported that the 2018-2020 Kentucky Biennial Highway Construction Plan includes funding for the Turkeyfoot Road project as follows:
· Fiscal Year 2019: $1,500,000 in funding for project design;
· Fiscal Year 2019: $2,000,000 in funding for right-of-way acquisition; and
· Fiscal Year 2020: $1,000,000 in funding for utility relocation.
Mayor Meier announced that on Thursday, April 19 he and Tim Williams will be meeting with the KYTC project consultant to ensure the consultant takes the recently announced St. Elizabeth Hospital, Edgewood expansion plans into consideration when the Turkeyfoot Road improvements are designed.
City Engineer Report

Staff Reports
1. Horsebranch Creek Storm Water Detention Project
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Lunnemann indicated that during the March Public Works Committee Meeting Mr. Sommerkamp requested that the project remain on the agenda until Michels Construction responds to the City regarding the access drive two-year warranty issue.  Mr. Lunnemann reported that Paul Michels signed the letter granting the two-year warranty and returned it to the City.  Michels also submitted the final project invoice to the City which is in the process of being paid.  The project is now complete except for the warning signs that need to be installed on the project site.  Mr. Lunnemann has been in contact with a sign vendor on two occasions about obtaining a quote for the signs and the vendor has not responded.  Staff will contact another vendor to purchase the signs. 

2.   Legends Way/Trevino Ridge Resurfacing Project Bids

Mr. Lunnemann announced that on April 11 bids were opened for the Legends Way/Trevino Ridge resurfacing project.  Four bids were received and the results were as follows:

· Bluegrass Paving: $178,954.93;
· Riegler Blacktop: $183,990.00;
· Michels Construction: $211,570.00; and
· Eaton Asphalt: $226,830.00.

The project engineer, CT Consultants, evaluated the bids and recommended that the City award the contract to the lowest and best bid which was Bluegrass Paving.  Crestview Hills City Council took action to award the contract to Bluegrass Paving at their April 12th City Council meeting.  Work on the project will begin after the Independence Day holiday and will be completed by the end of September.

3.  Spring 2018 Hazardous Sidewalk Replacement

Mr. Lunnemann announced that on April 11 bids were opened to replace the hazardous sidewalks along Shinkle Road.  Four bids were received and the results were as follows:
· Humphrey Concrete: $15,365.00;
· Hendy, Inc.: $19,241.00;
· M & W Excavation: $22,126.50; and
· Michels Construction: $26,470.00.
City staff evaluated the bids and recommended that the contract be awarded to Humphrey Concrete. Crestview Hills City Council took action to award the contract to Humphrey Concrete at their April 12th City Council meeting.  Work on the project will start in early May and must be finished by mid June.
4. Man O War Street Replacement Bids
Mr. Lunnemann announced that on April 17 bids were opened for the Man O War street replacement project.  Four bids were received and the results were as follows:
· Jefferson Contracting, LLC.: $173,728.00;
· Ben Terlau Construction: $174,933.50;
· JPS Construction: $176,970.80; and
· M & W Excavation: $189,796.00.
Berling Engineering evaluated the bids and is recommending the City award the contract to Jefferson Contracting.  The project will be on the May 2018, City Council Agenda for formal action to award the contract.  Work on the project will begin after the Independence Day holiday and will be completed by the beginning of September.

New Business
1. Shinkle Road Bridge Replacement Design 
Mr. Lunnemann explained the City has been working with CT Consultants to complete the design to repair hillside slippage along the Shinkle Road creek adjacent to the bridge and a design for a new guardrail for the Shinkle Road bridge.  The existing bridge guardrail is constructed of wood and does not meet current safety standards. Pictures of the existing bridge guardrail were distributed along with pictures of the proposed design of the new bridge guardrail.  Staff has been working with CT on a design that incorporates current safety standards and the aesthetic qualities appropriate for Lookout Farm neighborhood.  The new guardrail design will be constructed of a steel guardrail with a wood front.  The new guardrail aesthetics will be enhanced by extending a wood frame vertically and horizontally to establish a similar scale as the existing guardrail.
Mr. Lunnemann indicated that staff is seeking direction from the Public Works Committee on whether the proposed design incorporates acceptable aesthetic qualities.  If acceptable to the Committee, the design drawings will be finalized and bid specifications prepared before the end of the fiscal year so the project can be bid out next fiscal year. 
A motion was made by Mr. Dorsey and seconded by Mrs. Leubbe that the proposed design is acceptable and that staff is authorized to proceed with final design drawings and specifications so the project can be bid out.
Adjournment
Mr. Sommerkamp announced the next Meeting is scheduled for May 16, 2018 at 3:30 p.m.
With no further business before the Committee, Mr. Bailey made the motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Wise.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 4:15 p.m.
